














HYMN FESTIVAL OUTLINES

The hymn festival outlines below correspond to each section and its
reflections in the order found in this book. Hymn suggestions are
given in italics and follow the readings. These suggestions can be taken
as a guideline with careful substitutions on the part of the planner as
needed. Hymnal resources for each hymn are found in the Hymn Index
following this section.

When planning your own hymn festival, it is good to choose hymns
from a variety of styles and musical eras (chant, chorales, Genevan
Psalter, gospel, Anglican, shape note, Taize, African, Hispanic, and so
on); a mixture of well-known and new, loud and soft; spritely, majes-
tic, and meditative; and to keep in mind different keys and pleasing
key relationships between hymns.

Choral anthem suggestions and composers/arrangers are listed in
parentheses after the anthem title. For those festivals that are listed as
choral services, anthems and hymns relating to each preceding re-
flction may be chosen as needed. Resources for suggested choral an-
thems are found in the Choral Music Resource Index.
